18 September 
Council resolves to 
hold a public meeting 
in Huonville to discuss 
consequences of 
the potential sale

Community notified

4 October
Application made 
to RMPAT to 
reopen hearing

Public meeting in 
Huonville attended 
by 92 people, with 17 
submissions received 
(4 in support of the 
sale, 11 opposed, 
and 2 neutral) and 4 
motions presented
